Prof. Dr. Fikret Hakk: Bilgin, the first malacologist of Tiirkiye, a

distinguished scientist and academic who left an indelible mark on the
history of zoology in our country, passed away on September 9, 2025,
in Cesme (Izmir). His loss is not only a profound sorrow for his
students and colleagues but also a great deprivation for the Turkish
scientific community. Through his pioneering research, the students he
trained, and the vision he instilled in academia, Prof. Bilgin remains
the founding figure of malacology in Tiirkiye, leaving behind a lasting
legacy.

Born in 1934 in Birecik, Sanliurfa, Bilgin completed his primary and
secondary education in his hometown. He graduated from Gaziantep
High School in 1955, and in 1959 completed his studies at the
Department of Biology, Faculty of Science, Istanbul University, as a
student of the Capa Higher Teachers’ School. Between 1959 and 1961,
he worked as a biology teacher at Adana Boys’ High School and
Osmaniye Private High School.

In 1961, he married Mrs. Yiiksel Unlii. The births of their children,
flknur (1962), Giirhan (1965), and Engin (1979), added a special color to their lives. Over the
years, the family grew even larger; grandchildren Kerim, Omer, Deniz, Baris, Deniz, and
Derin became the most precious gifts Prof. Bilgin received after his retirement.

In June 1961, he was appointed as a research assistant in the Department of Biology at the
Faculty of Science, Ege University. Under the supervision of Prof. Dr. Remzi Geldiay, he
completed his doctoral dissertation in 1966, titled Systematic and Ecological Studies on
Gastropods Living in the Freshwaters around Izmir.

Between 1970 and 1972, he conducted research at the Department of Zoology, Faculty of
Science, University of Reading (UK). He submitted the results of these studies as his associate
professorship thesis, Studies on the Functional Anatomy of Melanopsis praemorsa (L.) and
Zemelanopsis trifasciata Gray, and was awarded the title of associate professor in 1974. On
August 30, 1980, he was promoted to full professor.

In 1975, due to staffing reasons, he transferred from Ege University to the Department of
Zoology, Faculty of Science, Diyarbakir University (renamed Dicle University in 1982). From
March 1982 to February 1985, he served as the Dean of the Faculty of Dentistry at Dicle
University. Between 1985 and 2001, he chaired both the Department of Biology and the
Department of Zoology within the Faculty of Science and Letters. He retired in 2001.
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As Tiirkiye’s first malacologist, Prof. Bilgin pioneered systematic and ecological studies on
freshwater mollusks. His field surveys, contributions to the understanding of species
distributions and habitat characteristics, firmly established him as the founding scientist of
this discipline in the country.

He supervised eight
master’s and seven doctoral theses, and trained numerous scientists including Prof. Dr. Kadri
Balci, Prof. Dr. M. Zeki Yildirim, Prof. Dr. Cengizhan Ozbay, Prof. Dr. Yiiksel Coskun, and
Prof. Dr. Ridvan Sesen in the Department of Zoology, as well as Prof. Dr. Erhan Unlii and
Prof. Dr. Aysel Bekleyen in the Department of Hydrobiology (Figure 2).

Some of his students have since retired, while others continue their academic careers at
different universities, carrying forward his legacy. During the 1970s, he collaborated with
German malacologist Dr. Hartwig Schiitt, and these joint studies made significant
contributions to the international recognition of Tiirkiye’s freshwater fauna.

Renowned not only for his scientific competence but also for his human qualities, Prof.
Bilgin was a tolerant, patient, and guiding mentor to his students. His love of nature,
perseverance in research, and academic integrity served as an inspiration to both his students
and colleagues.

Prof. Dr. Fikret Hakki Bilgin has been immortalized as the founding figure of malacology
in Tiirkiye through his contributions to science, the students he trained, and the works he
produced. In the final years of his life, he compiled his memories enriched with numerous
photographs in a book titled “ANILARIM” (My Memories), which he published with his own
means.
